Curriculum Implementation (Value Added)

The Kinross School vision is that individual student needs are met through teaching and learning programs, which refiect curr
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and interests of students and has strong links with parents and the local community.

Primary Education

Primary students study a full range of subjects across the
eight learning areas. The exception is Languages Other Than
English (LOTE, Italian), which is studied by Yxiar$.

There is a focus on libraryisual arts, physical education

and music, which have specialist teacher tuition time. Some
students attend Primary Extension and Challenge (PEAC)
classes provided on site.

Early Childhood Education

The school has six units on site providing Four Yehatd
Five Year Old programs. 'Interest Centres' are allocated,
providing generous space to encourage interaction
between students. The focus changes frequently in
response to the developmental learning programs devised
by Early Childhood Teachers suppdrtdy Education
Assistants. The staff make extensive use of Performance
Indicators in Primary Schools (PIPS).

Clubs and Sports Activities

Students have access to a range of Clubs in the school
including Guitar, Choir, Library, Amazing Artists, Drama,
Dance for Boys, Dance for Girls, Young Writers,
Mouseketeers (Computer) and History. These activities are
all run voluntarily by staff. In 2006, the school joined with
GKS YAYNR&a /2tfS3S G2 LI NILA
initiative in their own time.

Healthy Eating and Lifestyle

Parents and staff were surveyed to improve the quality of
the canteen menu. A whole school initiative has been
implemented to include a crunch and sip policy within the
classrooms. 4 has shared fruit time with -8 having
healthy brain food on their desks.

Using the teacher judgements of the Attitudes, Behaviour and Effort in the school report it was determined that our students
were experiencing difficulty in the items relating to persistence. More explicit teaching of féGmihations in the middle school
are required to encourage potential in this area. Boys also indicate the need for social skills development for coopetative a
collaborative work. Perseverance is a cause for concern across the school. Anecdotal remertiesthis extends to Kindy

and PrePrimary. Persistence is whole school priority fo2009 through the You Can Do It! program.
