School Contributions and Charges 

A letter was sent home in Term 3 to families who have not paid the school contribution.  While this is a 

voluntary payment, we rely heavily on this money to provide the top quality learning program families 

expect for Kinross students.  We can only provide programs to the extent that families support the 

voluntary contribution.  Some families believe that education is or should be free.  This is a reasonable 

expectation.  The WA Government provides a “base allocation” to all public schools in this state.  The 

school grant is designed to offer “basic provision” and schools are encouraged to seek voluntary 

contributions to provide additional materials and equipment.  What do you want for your child?  If you 

want the best, please seriously consider paying your share of the contribution. For one child it equates to 

$1.50 per week.  It depends what value you place on your child’s education but compared to other family 

expenses it is not a lot of money.  
 

               Kindergarten and Pre Primary Parking 

Because of increased congestion in the K/PP parking area, we have issued K/PP parking 

permits that must be displayed to use the K/PP parking area.  One permit per family is 

provided and we hope this will ease the problem.  If you do not have a K/PP student or you 

don't wish to display the permit,   don't park in this area.  It is allocated for the safety of 

our younger students.      All other parents  are requested to use the street or the lawn area.  Thank you 

for your cooperation.
