Dear Parents, staff, students and interested community members

Yesterday we again shared a great moment with our school community when we held our annual lap-
a-thon.

I want to spend some time in my message talking about consequences. As parents we know the value
of teaching our children about consequences. Often it is about recognising the natural consequences.
This is when a child does something and there is a natural consequence for those actions. An
example of this is when we teach our young children about what's hot. "Don't touch that it's hot.”
"Oh dear let's put those burnt fingers under cold water..” Pretty quickly our kids learn that when we
say it's hot .. IT's HOTII

Schools act in the same way..although we can't always rely on a natural consequence to help teach
our children. I can just imagine going into one of the kindy classes and all the children have burn
bandages on their hands. "Hi Mr Stewart. We are learning about hot and cold this week!” (That's
my sad humour...sorry)

What we do at schools (and you also do this at home) is construct consequences for certain actions.
You see school has to be a safe place where kids learn at every opportunity. They need to
experience successes and also failures. It is often the failure they experience that they can learn
the most. Doing poorly in a maths test or activity is a great opportunity to learn from your mistakes
and improve. Sometimes the failures are to do with social interactions. Having arguments or treating
another in an unfair and inappropriate way will always happen in a child's life. Our job (and I mean
parents and the school here) is to make sure we construct fair consequences that help our children
learn from this action and improve.

So when a constructed consequence comes from school (maybe a reprimand in class or a detention at
the office), it is really important for that child to learn from this so they grow into positive young
citizens. Having parents and the home support this learning is critical. Often our children only
experience these moments a few times in their childhood, but they all will experience it at one time
or another.

The staff and I cherish the opportunity to work with you to help your child grow strong and flourish
at Kinross.
