The wettest start to spring ever and we are trying to hold our 
Athletics Carnival! Thank you everyone for your fantastic support and understanding regarding the 
changing of dates for our Faction Athletics Carnival. The date for this has been set for Friday 25th 
September (This is the last day of Term). 
 

I am consistently impressed with the work and talents of our staff here at Kinross PS. A group of 4 teachers 
recently were trained in the First Steps Facilitators Training and now have started to plan how to deliver 
high quality professional development to the rest of our staff. Kathy Newman, Marie Peters, Gabby Page 
and Kristen Tapper are all qualified to deliver First Steps Reading. This program will assist all teachers to 
deliver effective Reading Programs for your children. We also have 5 teachers attending an Online 
Teaching and Learning System training this week. Leanne Dearle, Natalie Beck, Anne Alford, Jan Wilson and 
Helen Demiris will be trained so they can lead their teams through the Online Teacher and Learning 
System. The OTLS enables teachers and students to communicate and engage in teaching and learning 
activities in an interactive online environment. This fits in extremely well with the vision we have at Kinross 
of being a highly engaged ICT enriched learning environment.  The fact that we have these skilled 
practitioners in our school ensures we have the capacity to be at the forefront with best practice in 
teaching and learning programs so that students at Kinross PS have every opportunity to excel. 
 

Naplan Results 

The National Assessment Program for Literacy and Numeracy for Year 3 and 5 students have been 
released. The report shows that Western Australian school students improved their average performance 
in 18 of the 20 NAPLAN assessments, which was more than any other state or territory. The report 
indicates that the improvements were statistically significant for nine of the assessments.  
It will be important for us to build on these improvements if WA is to match the Australian averages which 
are heavily influenced by Victoria and New South Wales as the two largest states. The good news is that we 
are on the right track and the results are a credit to the dedication of teachers and support staff who are 
making a difference for Western Australian students. 
Individual students results will be sent to schools and once we have the opportunity for teachers to 
process these we will make a decision when to send these home for parents to view. I anticipate that these 
results will be sent home earlier than the end of year reports. 
 

I am looking forward to sharing a great day with you on Friday 25th at the Faction Athletics Carnival.
