
 

MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
The results from NAPLAN (National Assessment Program Literacy and Numeracy) testing in year 3 and 5 

were recently released.  We are delighted to confirm that when comparing average performance of our 

school with the results of the State and schools with a similar context:  our results are consistently 

higher.   

 

We have also compared our results with those of the highest performing State in each of the areas 

tested.  You will see that in Spelling, Grammar & Punctuation, Numeracy and Reading, Kinross is slightly 

below the highest achieving state.  In the areas of Numeracy and Reading particularly, the results support 

the success of our focus on students who need support.  We now need to improve the performance of our 

students who are achieving good results.  With a focus on enrichment strategies and programmes, we 

would support these students in achieving their potential. 

 

We are extremely proud of our results which are an indication of the quality teaching and learning 

programs that we are able to provide at our school.  The achievements of which we are particularly proud 

is that Kinross Primary School results in Writing in both year 3 and 5, outperformed Victoria, who 

achieved the highest results Nationally.  Another highlight is the fact that we have NO students in year 3 

under the minimum standard for Spelling.

Child Safety Reminder - Sun Smart/Car Safety 
The warmer weather is with us and it provides a timely reminder of the need to be sun 

smart.  We encourage students to slip slop slap and wrap.  Hats are required for all outside 

play and lessons.  The warmer weather provides dangers for youngsters left in vehicles.  

Cars turn into „ovens‟ very quickly, even on cool or overcast days.  Leaving your child alone in 

a car is not only extremely dangerous; it‟s illegal in every State and Territory in Australia.  On a hot day, 

the temperature inside a parked car can be as much as 40oC hotter than it is outside.  Even on a day in the 

mid 20‟s, the temperature inside a car can soar to dangerous levels within 15 minutes. Overheated cars can 

cause children to suffer rapid dehydration, hyperthermia (heatstroke), suffocation and death.   

Winding the window down five centimetres or so has little effect on rising heat. 

The colour of the seats and interior has no effect on rising heat 

Large cars heat up just as fast as small cars 

The younger the child, the greater their sensitivity to heatstroke. 

The younger the child, the faster they dehydrate. 

        To avoid any potential risk, we encourage parents to never leave youngsters in cars.   
            

Magpies at School 
We actively discourage students from teasing the nesting magpies on the oval.  We also 

report incidents to CALM and on occasions, they remove the magpies.  Please discuss this 

with your children so they know how to protect themselves.
