Stage 1     Positive Environment                                                                                                    
 

Teachers to establish a positive classroom 

You Can Do It! Foundations embedded in classroom routine 

Classroom Management ‗a thinking and caring approach‘ 

Rules established through guided discussion based on school values and beliefs (stated in  

 positive terms). 

Focus on individual strengths and goal setting strategies. 

Stage 2  Disruption  

(Teacher takes responsibility for disruptive behaviour & maintenance of Lesson flow. This stage is 

between teacher and student and recorded at the classroom level by teacher as required) 

 

Low Key Responses – Bump 1 (Part of effective teaching processes). 

Squaring Off - Bump 2 (A warning to the student prior to name going on the board). 

Informal Contracts maybe necessary for repetitive disruptive behaviour at bump 1 & 2 stage. 

Stage 3  Choices and implied choices  
(Teacher places responsibility for behaviour with the student) 

Teacher verbalises choice to student for misbehaviour – Bump 3 (NAME on the board) 

If student chooses to continue misbehaviour – an appropriate consequence linked to  

 misbehaviour - Bump 4 (NAME and X on the board—time out/thinking spot within the classroom). 

Informal contracts maybe necessary for repetitive disruptive behaviour at bump 3 & 4 s

 stage  

Stage 4  Buddy Class  
(Teacher seeks collegial support with timeout/reflection for student in Buddy class) 

Bump 5 (NAME on the board with xx)  

During Timeout in class – if student continues to misbehave child makes implicit choice to go to buddy 

 class. 

Child fills out think sheet and/ or class teacher keeps record of events; events acknowledged by 

 buddy teacher. 

Parents informed by classroom teacher through think sheet sent home in diary as necessary. Parents 

 to sign. 
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Stage 8  Exclusion 
Child remains under suspension until special panel meets to discuss problem. 

Stage 7  Suspension 
Child suspended from school  

Stage 6     In-School Suspension 
No contact with other students. 

Parent notified and interview requested. 

Formal written contract for return to class. 

Behaviour intervention initiated, incorporating external agencies—sper, cases conferencing as 

necessary.  

Stage 5  Admin Time 
 

Bump 6 (NAME on board with xxx) Parents informed by Admin 

During Buddy class if student continues misbehaviour then Buddy class teacher seeks support 

of admin. 

If child goes to buddy class twice in 5 teaching days – class teacher seeks support of admin. 

If child goes to buddy class  3 times in a term, teacher seeks support of admin. 

All students attending the office require an ―office intervention slip‖. 

****SEVERITY CLAUSE 
Severe incidences may require immediate office intervention based on teacher discretion (eg. 

bullying aggressive physical/verbal abuse)

Stage 1     Positive Environment

Rules established through guided discussion based on school values and beliefs (stated in  

 positive terms). 

Stage 2  Disruption  

(Teacher takes responsibility for disruptive behaviour & maintenance of playground congeniality. 

This stage is between teacher and student to restore order in the playground. 

 

Low Key Responses – Bump 1 (Part of effective teaching processes). 

Squaring Off - Bump 2 (A warning to the student prior to being verbally reprimanded). 

Stage 3  Choices and implied choices  
(Teacher places responsibility for behaviour with the student) 

Teacher verbalises choice to student for misbehaviour – Bump 3 and 4 (Verbal warning) 

If student chooses to continue misbehaviour – an appropriate consequence linked to  

 misbehaviour - Bump 5 (Withdrawn from play for 2-5 minutes upon teacher‘s discretion). 
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Stage 4  Admin Time 
 

Bump 6 Student sent to Admin with ―office intervention slip‖. 

During withdrawal or repeated  misbehaviour then Duty teacher seeks support of admin. 

****SEVERITY CLAUSE 
Severe incidences may require immediate office intervention based on teacher discretion (eg. 

bullying aggressive physical/verbal abuse).  Student attends office with office intervention slip 

or in extreme cases with a red card from in the duty bag.
